Submissions must adhere to the following guidelines:
✶ 	 Artwork must have been created within the past year.

✶ 	 Two-dimensional work only, unmatted and unframed.
✶ 	 Maximum size: 12 inches x 16 inches.
✶ 	 Submissions must include a completed entry form and be received by January 9, 2012.  
✶ 	 Submitted works must be picked up from the museum in person by June 30, 2012;  

student artwork will not be returned by mail.  Unclaimed artwork will become property  
of the museum.  

✶ 	 Entrants will receive a free family guest pass to the Jordan Schnitzer Museum of Art.
