Born to a Jewish family in Berlin, Frank Auerbach was sent to the United Kingdom at age 
seven to escape Nazi persecution. He moved to London in 1947 and developed a close 
bond with his adopted city, which he painted throughout his career. Study for St. Pancras 
Steps is one of many works that examine London’s bustling train stations, which Auerbach 
“studied” for years as he commuted to his studio in Camden Town. The artist would paint, 
scrape, and rework the scene many times before completing his works, once saying: “I’m 
hoping to make a new thing for the world that remains in the mind like a new species of 
living thing.”

Frank Auerbach was born to a Jewish family in Berlin and sent to the United Kingdom to 
escape Nazi persecution when he was seven. Auerbach studied art in many institutions in 
his adopted country, where he was naturalized as a British citizen in 1947. The artist’s 
paintings and drawings are largely figurative and deeply relational; Auerbach often 
develops close bonds with both his human subjects and the cities in which he works. 
Head of E.O.W. is a drawing of Estella (Stella) West, who posed for over eighty of 
Auerbach’s artworks from the early 1950s until 1973. In his studio, the artist works 
entirely from life and completes his portraits across dozens of sittings where he draws, 
erases, and reworks the image many times over. Auerbach once said: “I destroy things 
every day in the act of working and often recall a picture I had considered finished in 
order to rework it.”
